Once you see the temporary 
yellow traffic signs, please follow these and  
turn off your satnav. 
TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT: outside of Burghley 
Park is within the authority of the Police. To avoid 
delays on Saturday you are advised to arrive early.

Land Rover Burghley Horse Trials comprises of the First Horse Inspection in the Main Arena on the 
Wednesday, Dressage in the Main Arena on the Thursday and Friday, Cross Country on Burghley 
Estate on the Saturday and Showjumping in the Main Arena on the Sunday. Members have access 
to the North Grandstand in the Main Arena on the Thursday and Friday however if you are not a 
Member it is possible to purchase grandstand seats to watch the action. It is strongly advised that 
seats are purchased in advance of the Event as these do sell out.
Please note: children aged 12 years and under when accompanied by an adult are admitted to 
the showground free of charge.
